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IMechanical key

To take out the mechanical key, push the
release button and take the key out.

The mechanical key can only be inserted in
one direction, as the key only has grooves
on one side. If the key cannot be inserted in
a lock cylinder, turn it over and re-attempt
toinsertit.

After using the mechanical key, store it in
the electronic key. Carry the mechanical
key together with the electronic key. If the
electronic key battery is depleted or the
entry function does not operate properly,
you will need the mechanical key.

If 2 or more keys are in the vehicle, the driving position cannot be recorded properly.

4  While pressing the recalled button,
press and hold the door lock switch
(either lock or unlock) until the buzzer
sounds.

If the button could not be registered,
the buzzer sounds continuously for
approximately 3 seconds.

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Digital Rearview Mirror (if equipped)

The Digital Rearview Mirror is a system that uses the camera on the rear of the vehicle
and displays its image on the display of the Digital Rearview Mirror.

The Digital Rearview Mirror allows the driver to see the rear view despite obstructions,
such as the head restraints, luggage or rear sunshade ensuring rear visibility. Also, the rear
seats are not displayed and privacy of the passengers is enhanced.

Ilf your vehicle has to be stopped in an emergency

Only in an emergency, such as if it becomes impossible to stop the vehicle in the normal way,
stop the vehicle using the following procedure:
1  Steadily step on the brake pedal with both feet and firmly depress it.

Do not pump the brake pedal repeatedly as this will increase the effort required to slow
the vehicle.

2 Shift the shift position to N.

3 Atter slowing down, stop the vehicle in a safe place by the road.
4 Stop the engine.

P> |f the shift position cannot be shifted to N

3 Keep depressing the brake pedal with both feet to reduce vehicle speed as much as
possible.

4 To stop the engine, press and hold the
engine switch for 2 consecutive sec-
onds or more, or press it briefly 3 times
or more in succession.

IShift position display and how to change the shift position
